THE POST

Applications are sought from highly motivated StR trainees in Restorative Dentistry approaching the end of their training for this newly developed one-year training fellowship in Oral & Facial Prosthetic Rehabilitation. This is a newly-funded post, funded by the Health Education North West, with clinical sessions at the regional head and neck cancer centres in Central Manchester and Merseyside. The aim of this split-site post is to provide increased exposure and training in the complex multi-disciplinary rehabilitation of patients with head and neck cancer. 
This is an excellent opportunity to train in two of the foremost head and neck cancer units in the country where there are excellent multi-disciplinary teams in operation and proven track records in complex oral & facial rehabilitation.
The successful applicant will attend the clinics and theatre sessions of the two training Consultants Professor CW Barclay (Manchester) and Mr CJ Butterworth (Liverpool) for the management of their patients.  The successful applicant will work with the Specialist Registrars in Restorative Dentistry and other Hospital Staff working in the relevant departments. There will be opportunities for wider exposure to other medical and surgical colleagues within the team to provide a fully rounded exposure to the overall management of head and neck cancer and training in the role of rehabilitation in these complex patient pathways.

This post is a joint training venture between Central Manchester University Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust, Royal Liverpool & Broadgreen University Hospitals NHS Trust and Aintree University Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust.
THE JOB ITSELF
Duties of the Post
Clinical duties include the provision of the full range of restorative dentistry for patients referred to the Dental Hospital by dental and medical practitioners and by Consultants in other specialties.

The successful applicant will enter a training programme and have a named consultant as Educational Supervisor who will mentor and support the trainee.

The emphasis of the training programme will be on total patient care, involving comprehensive treatment planning, patient management and evaluation of the effects of treatment.  Wherever possible, patients will be selected who require a combination of treatments in the disciplines that make up Restorative Dentistry.    The successful applicant will be encouraged to work in hospitals and dental clinics outside the Dental Hospital.

The successful applicant will be expected to participate in research, publish peer-reviewed papers and present work at scientific meetings. 

Training will be given in the management of the Health Service and the successful applicant will be expected to assist in the management and administration of the departments concerned.

The successful applicant will be expected to participate in clinical audit and adhere to clinical governance policies.
